Make Your Next Open House a Safe One 
 
Open houses can be a great sales toolðbut hosting one also exposes you to numerous unfamiliar people for 
the first time. Take these steps to stay safe: 
 

 If possible, always try to have at least one other person working with you at the open house. 
 

 Check your cell phoneôs strength and signal prior to the open house. Have emergency numbers 
programmed on speed dial.  

 

 Upon entering a house for the first time, check all rooms and determine several ñescapeò routes. Make 
sure all deadbolt locks are unlocked to facilitate a faster escape. 

 

 Make sure that if you were to escape by the back door, you could escape from the backyard. 
Frequently, high fences surround yards that contain swimming pools or hot tubs. 

 

 Place one of your business cards, with the date and time written on the back, in a kitchen cabinet. Note 
on it if you were the first to arrive or if clients were waiting. 

 

 Have all open house visitors sign in. Ask for full name, address, phone number and e-mail. 
 

 When showing the house, always walk behind the prospect. Direct them; donôt lead them. Say, for 
example, ñThe kitchen is on your left,ò and gesture for them to go ahead of you. 

 

 Avoid attics, basements, and getting trapped in small rooms. 
 

 Notify someone in your office, your answering service, a friend or a relative that you will be calling in 
every hour on the hour. And if you donôt call, they are to call you. 

 

 Inform a neighbor that you will be showing the house and ask if he or she would keep an eye and ear 
open for anything out of the ordinary. 

 

 Donôt assume that everyone has left the premises at the end of an open house. Check all of the rooms 
and the backyard prior to locking the doors. Be prepared to defend yourself, if necessary.

At our August Board of Directors meeting, it was approved to change the MLS rules and regulations, per the 
MLS committee recommendation: Section 2.5  to state members have 30 days to report sales to the service. 
(Please do not get this confused with inputting new listings etc.) All of the other time frames remain the same. 
This is just for the SALES.  
 

The Board also approved the wording for Section 5.0.1: Participants must disclose potential short sales when 
reasonably known to the listing participants. When disclosed, participants may, at their discretion, advise other 
participants whether and how any reduction in the gross commission established in the listing agreement, 
required by the lender as a condition of approving the sale, will be apportioned between listing and cooperating 
participants. And also approved the wording for 17.1 to read: Participantsô consent for display of their active 
listings by other participants pursuant to these rules and regulations must be established in writing. If a 
participant withholds consent on a blanket basis to permit the display of that participantôs listings, that 
participant may not download or frame the aggregated MLS data of the participants. Even where participants 
have given blanket authority for other participants to display their listing in IDX sites, such consent may be 
withdrawn on a listing-by-listing basis as instructed by the seller.
